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The Director’s caution against disregarding laws, regulations, and policies also 
appears to have been ignored by NPS staff when on November 22, NPS sought –
unsuccessfully -- design approval for the Jefferson Memorial Project from the 
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The EA’s conclusion that the Preferred Alternative would result in “major, long-

term, and adverse” impacts on the historic resources and cultural landscapes applies not 
only to the Jefferson Memorial but to the character of the whole Mall.   The EA, 
however, does not acknowledge that fact or take the necessary steps to evaluate the 
project in terms of its much larger historic and environmental effects. 
 
 A full consideration of the cumulative effects of this and the Lincoln Memorial 
project should consider a number of past, ongoing, and future projects.  The effects on the
