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Dear Friends of the National Mall:

In 2010 the National Coalition to Save Our Mall celebrated our 10" anniversary. To mark this
milestone, the Coalition Board of Trustees and 3™ Century Mall advisors evaluated our decade of
accomplishments and set priorities for the coming years. While continuing our ongoing work in
education and advocacy, our primary focus will be to move ahead with steps to achieve our long-range
goal: a forward looking plan for the National Mall in its 3 century — the 3™ Century Mall Visionary
Plan.

We started working in 2010 on the five new initiatives outlined in our 2009 Renewing American
Democracy on the 5 Century Mall report that will support the 3" Century Mall planning effort.
These include:

* A national competition for the Washington Monument grounds

* A Mall-wide landscape restoration study

* Educational programs and self guided tours

* A formal definition of the National Mall

* A Mall-wide circulation planning study

In addition, we continued ongoing projects:

b In dozens of tours and slide-illustrated talks to Rotar_y Clubs, school groups, Elderhostel, and
nonprofits, we educated the public about the Mall’s history, current issues, and exciting
possibilities for the future (see cover illustration with Chair Judy Feldman)

* Distributed thousands of our free Mall maps, The National Mall: Stage For Our Democracy,
to Congressional offices, Washington area airports and visitors centers, local residents and
tourists

* Continued our outreach to the public, Congress, and the media about the ideas and vision for
the future of the Mall described in our 2009 Renewing American Democracy report. The report

Ten years after the Coalition was founded in 2000, we are a recognized voice for the public on Mall
matters. Our positive, forward-looking ideas for Mall expansion in the 21st century have propelled
even federal agencies to think in new ways about the future of the Mall. But as the federal agencies
(including the National Park Service and the National Capital Planning Commission) completed their
Mall plans in 2010, our differences became clearer than ever. Whereas the federal agencies have
declared the Mall “complete,” the Coalition strongly believes the Mall can never be complete any more
than American history is finished. While government agencies plan for the Mall by administrative
jurisdiction — e.g., Smithsonian, National Gallery, National Park Service, Architect of the Capitol --,
the Coalition seeks to create a comprehensive visionary plan that supports the Mall’s ongoing role as a
Stage for American Democracy.

We invite your support in moving forward to create the 3™ Century Mall Visionary Plan.

MALL MAP AND HISTORICAL GUIDE

Now in its sixth year and third edition, our popular, free Mall map and historical guide, National
Mall: Stage For Our Democracy continues to be popular with tourists, Congressional offices,
and government agencies hosting thousands of visitors to the Mall each year. This is the only
free map that includes the entire Mall, all the museums and monuments, and includes handy
information about restrooms, food service, parking, and transportation.

The map also tells the compelling story of the role of the Mall in American democracy, with
photographs of historical events such as the Bonus March on Washington in 1932 and the 1963
March on Washington during which Martin Luther King Jr. gave his “I Have A Dream” speech
on the steps of the Lincoln Memorial. Another feature is the “Kid’s Walk” scavenger hunt
feature. The Mall map is one of the Coalition’s most useful and popular public service projects.

PUBLIC LECTURES AND TOURS

One of the major activities of the Coalition is educating the public about the Mall’s history,
evolution, and ongoing value to the nation through public lectures, presentations, and forums.
Keeping up this activity, Chairman Feldman has presented her Future of the Mall presentation
to school groups, Elderhostel, Congressional members and staff, and members of the media.
During these presentations, we also show ideas for the future — Mall expansion, rejuvenation, and
enhancement as place to build civic awareness and participation —ideas developed as part of our
3" Century initiative.

The self-guided tour America’s Struggle for Freedom continues to be available free of charge
from our website (www.savethemall.org).



ADVOCACY

Coalition board members continue to promote informed and responsible stewardship of the Mall by
participating in the public consultation processes for new museums and monuments as well as other
projects. These meetings are part of the required public consultation process called for in the Historic
Preservation Act and the National Environmental Policy Act for federal projects on public lands.

In addition, the Coalition has submitted written comments and provided testimony at design review
hearings on a number of projects including:

* National Park Service final National Mall Plan

* NPS proposal for adding new temporary administrative buildings in East Potomac Park near
the Jefferson Memorial

*  Concept development for the Smithsonian’s National Museum of African American History &
Culture

* Design development for the Eisenhower Memorial

*  Preliminary location sites for the proposed Latino American Museum

* NPS proposal to create an underground security screening/visitors center at the Washington
Monument

As these projects demonstrate, planning for the Mall is done by different agencies and on a project by
project basis. The Coalition emphasizes in our comments and testimony that these individual projects
need to be planned in coordination with one another and within the context of a comprehensive long-
range visionary plan for the Mall so as to protect the Mall’s unified design and symbolic quality. The
Coalition continues to advocate for the comprehensive plan, what we call the 3™ Century Mall plan.
